When made to see the majestic and moral holiness
of the Lord, Isaiah was overwhelmed with his own
worthlessness.

B. The redeemed

God forgives and cleanses, and he only receives
worship from those who are forgiven and washed
(v. 7).

The “holy One of God” died in our place that we
might live as testimonies to his redeeming power.
